MY HISTORYPROJECT
Students will create a “Magazine Article” and class presentation depicting 6-10 important experiences from their 11 year history. They will describe (in paragraph form) and represent these experiences with pieces of historic evidence.
Task #1 – LIST

a) Make a list of 10 important events in your life and include dates.   Examples: Born (Feb 25th, 1980) and First day of Grade 6 (Sept 9th 2009)

b) Make a list of 10 important People, Places, and Things from your life. Examples: Sibling, Pet, Cottage, Vacation, Trophy, Yoda

Task #2 – SELECT
Select 3 to 5 events and at least 1 person, place and thing that you will write about.
Task #3 – WRITE

Write a brief paragraph (4 or 5 sentences) on 6 to 10 of your selections. Be sure to include a topic sentence, and several supporting points…for each… Include dates whenever it is relevant.
Task #4 – COLLECT

Think of, and collect an “item” (pieces of historic evidence) that represent the selections that you have written about. Collect them in a shoe box, bag or container.
1. Visual: Images/Photos/Video from your life

2. Written: Journals, Letters, Cards, Receipts, News Articles, E-mails, etc…

3. Artifacts: Things from your life (actual objects)

Task #5 – PRESENT

Share your events and items with the rest of the class in an oral presentation. You will share 5 of your selections…without reading your paragraphs.
Task #6 – PUBLISH

Convert your written paragraphs (+artifacts, photos, etc…) into a magazine page using Publisher and/or Photoshop.
