Multi-Literacy
The multi-literacy program is designed to have students read, watch, and listen to many different literacy options (as this is what they face in the world today), and then respond based on their own experiences and understandings.

Freak the Mighty (whole class novel study)

Star Girl, The Giver, The City of Ember, or another novel (Small Group Lit Circle)

Akeelah and the Bee (whole class movie study)
Star Thrower, The End of the Beginning (whole class short story response)

True Colours, The Fixer, Be Yourself and or Beautiful Day (whole class music response)

INDEPENDENT RESPONSE

Students will be responsible for “responding” to various literacy options (based on the learning lessons stated above and the given rubric). The options include Novels [min. 2 per term], Music, Movies, Newspaper/Magazine/Internet Articles, Picture Books, Video Games and Poetry.
