STRATEGIES DURING READING

Use Post-It-Notes to help you on your Reading Responses!
By stopping and taking a few minutes to take some notes at important points in the story, you will REALLY help yourself write more complete responses later. Try using Post-it-Notes, and stick them in the book, so you can reflect on/use that information later. Use them at:

Parts that make you think (about characters, events, relationships, etc…)
Parts that make you question/wonder & make predictions (or answer your question)
Parts that make you hope/want something to happen
Parts that make you feel different emotions (see the feelings page in your duotang)
Parts that make you reflect (look back and wonder if the story could have been different)
Parts that you can relate to, or that remind you of your life, or people/events in your life
Parts that remind you of another story, the real world, a movie, or a song/poem, etc…

Parts where a character (& the reader) learned a lesson/changed in some way (Big Ideas)
