Prologue

NARRATOR

Are you ready for bed yet Junior?
JUNIOR

All tucked in and ready for my bedtime story dad.

(NARRATOR IS READING A BEDTIME STORY TO A CHILD)

NARRATOR

There was once a time when only boys played hockey and only girls danced, when people believed a person’s worth was measured by the price of their boots, and when fitting in was the highest value and the most important goal.

Scene 1 – Antoine Introduction

(BALLET TEACHER ENTERS – stage right - FOLLOWED BY HER STUDENTS)

BALLET TEACHER
Come along my little sugar plums. Today we have a new student joining us. I want you all to welcome Antoine.

(ANTOINE ENTERS – stage right - AND BEGINS STRETCHING AND PREPARING FOR HIS BALLET CLASS.)

SHAY
(WHISPERING) Is that a boy doing ballet?

JENNIFER

He’ll ruin everything.

TWYLA
I don’t know girls, he’s actually really good.

JENNIFER
Don’t you know ballet is only for girls?

SHAY
Yeah. Why are you even here?

ANTOINE
To dance, and for the ladies of course!

SHAY
Well, you’re never going to get a girlfriend wearing those girly tights

BALLET TEACHER

Okay, okay girls. Time to go get ready for class.

(ANTOINE DOES A BALLET STEP. GIRLS ARE SHOCKED.)

Scene 1 – Aggie Introduction

(AGGIE AND ROXANNE STANDING IN A HALLWAY)
(RICH GIRLS WALK IN WEARING SIMILAR BOOTS AND OUTFITS.)

AGGIE

Are we still having that sleepover on the weekend?

(RICH GIRLS INTERRUPT AGGIE AND ROXANNE)

TIFFANY

Nice shoes girls. Where did you get them, a BFI bin?

BRIDGET
I used to have shoes like that.... until my Mom got a job.

JENNIFER

Good one Bridge!

(POPULAR GIRLS LAUGH AND WALK OF – stage left)

ROXANNE

Anyway, what do you want to do this weekend? I could bring chips, pop, a movie?

AGGIE

Whatever... if only I had boots like them, I’d be popular too.

Scene 1 – Aisha Introduction

(AISHA IS FIXING HER HEADSCARF IN THE BATHROOM. POPULAR GIRLS WALK IN – stage left.)

TIFFANY
I’d say Dirk is like the cutest guy in school.

BRIDGET
I.D.K., Tiff. Dirk is cute and all but like Chuck, he is ripped. I heard that Chuck is so fast he can run around the world and punch himself in the back of the head.

(POPULAR GIRLS GLANCE AT AISHA. BRITTANY NUDGES TIFFANY AND POINTS AT AISHA)

TIFFANY
Why do you always wear that tablecloth on your head?

AISHA
It’s not a tablecloth. It’s a head scarf. I wear it because it is part of my culture.

BRIDGET
Anyways, it looks stupid.

TIFFANY
Like, you don’t see one of us wearing a tablecloth, do you.

(POPULAR GIRLS EXIT – stage left - LEAVING AISHA SHAKING HER HEAD)

NARRATOR

The people of Hornutopia were just not used to people being different. After all, its people were supposed to act and look a certain way and that’s that! Well, it wasn’t until the new kid showed up at school that Hornutopia truly got a true taste, of something different.

Scene 1 – Sean Introduction

(SEAN – THE KID WITHOUT A HORN – WALKS INTO HIS NEW SCHOOL. PEOPLE LOOK, GASP, WHISPER)

BRITTANY
Oh My Gosh!

TIFFANY
He doesn’t have a horn.

BRIDGET
That’s disgusting!

(DIRK AND CHUCK WITH GANG) 

DIRK

Yo, buddy. Why don’t you have a horn?

CHUCK
Yeah. That’s kind of creepy.

SEAN
Well, I wasn’t born with one. I don’t think it’s that bad. 

DIRK
News Flash flat-head. It is that bad…if you want to roll with Dirk!  

SEAN

Who’s Dirk?

DIRK

Who’s Dirk…This guy (double thumb point to himself!) DIRK RULES!

(NEWS REPORT INTERRUPTS)

NARRATOR

After that. Things only got worse in Hornutopia.

Scene 2 – Antoine Developing 1

(ANTOINE IS STILL IN CLASS. DIRK AND GANG ENTER)

DIRK
Hey look! There’s twinkle toes!

CHUCK

What kind of guy would want to be a ballerina?

ANTOINE

How about a guy who likes to meet a lot of girls? And anyway, “ballerina” is the word for a girl who dances. A guy who dances is just called a dancer. 

DIRK

No. He’s just called a dancerina. DIRK RULES!

ANTOINE
Why do you guys have such a problem with a guy doing ballet?

CHUCK
Why…why…why do you have such a problem with being a guy? 
(CHUCK CELEBRATES HIS ‘ZINGER’ OTHER BULLIES LOOK AT HIM.)

CHUCK

Chuck rules…No…K… (said quietly)

OB1
Those leotards make you look like a geekotard!

OB2

Yeah. Geekotard!
ANTOINE

Just leave me alone!
(ANTOINE BEGINS LEAVING ROOM.)

DIRK

(TO BULLIES.) It’s time.

(OB1 and OB2 CUT OFF ANTOINE and CHUCK GRABS HIS UNDERWEAR AND PULLS.)

CHUCK

Atomic Wedgie!

(WHILE ANTOINE IS REACHING DOWN TO FIX HIS UNDERWEAR, DIRK PICKS UP A GARBAGE CAN AND DUMPS GARBAGE ON ANTOINE’S HEAD.)

DIRK

Dirk Rules!

(BULLIES LEAVE ANTOINE IN A PILE OF GARBAGE)

ANTOINE
Man alive, what have I got myself into?

Scene 2 – Aggie Developing 1

(ROXANNE SITTING IN HALLWAY. AGGIE WALKS PAST HER, THEN STOPS AND TURNS WEARING HER NEW BOOTS – UGGS)

ROXANNE
What’s with the new boots?

AGGIE
I got them at the mall last night. Aren’t they great? You know, you should probably get a pair too!

ROXANNE

What for? My shoes are just fine.

AGGIE

I guess…

(POPULAR GIRLS WALK IN)

TIFFANY

OMG, I love your new boots.

BRITTANY

So fetch…

BRIDGET

It’s about time you got some Uggs. 

BRITTANY

I know, right?

TIFFANY

All you need now is a new outfit and then we might even let you hang with us. 

BRIDGET

Like, we’ve always thought you were one of the prettiest girls in the class.
(popular girls walk off stage left)

(AGGIE GLANCES AT ROXANNE, TURNS BACK TO THE POPULAR GIRLS AND THINKS.)

Scene 2 – Aisha Developing 1

(AISHA IS FIXING HER HEADSCARF IN THE BATHROOM. POPULAR GIRLS COME IN AND GIVE HER DIRTY LOOKS AND GIGGLE.)

TIFFANY
Why do you still have that tablecloth on your head? Haven’t you looked in a fashion magazine lately? No table cloths in here!

AISHA
It’s not a tablecloth. It’s a head scarf.

BRITTANY
Either way, who puts a cloth on their head?

BRIDGET

Yeah, that looks like something my Grandma wore.

TIFFANY

I know, right! It’s like so 1920s.

(THE POPULAR GIRLS WASH THEIR HANDS , THEN TAKE AISHA’S HEADSCARF AND DRY THEIR HANDS WITH IT. THEY THROW IT ON THE GROUND AND EXIT THE WASHROOM LAUGHING).

(AISHA PICKS UP THE HEADSCARF AND PUTS IT IN HER PACKBACK)

NARRATOR
As the days went on, things continued to get worse in Hornutopia. The boy with no horn tried everything he could think of to try and fit in, but nothing seemed to work. 

Scene 2 – Sean Ice Cream Cone
(SEAN, SITTING AT SCHOOL WITH AN ICECREAM CONE ON HIS HEAD. DIRK, CHUCK AND GANG APPROACH.)

DIRK

How did you grow that horn kid?

SEAN
Ummm...er... I just.... woke up and it was there....

CHUCK

That looks like, (sniffs Sean’s head) and smells like, an ice cream cone!

(DIRK KNOCKS CONE OFF SEAN’S HEAD)

(OB1 and OB2 GOBBLE UP THE CONE OFF THE FLOOR)
CHUCK
Nice try with the fake horn there cone head!
DIRK

Your head is so flat, airplanes could take off on it! DIRK RULES!
Scene 2 – Sean Carrot
(SEAN, SITTING AT SCHOOL WITH A CARROT ON HIS HEAD. TIFFANY AND POPULAR GIRLS APPROACH.)

BRIDGET

Is that kid serious? Like, orange horns are so last week!

TIFFANY

Hey there. (fake flirting) That’s a nice new horn you have. Brittany thinks it really brings out your eyes! (GIGGLES)
BRITTANY

(girly shocked – ah) Yeah, like, how did you ever grow such a handsome horn? (fake flirting again)
SEAN

(nervous) Um…I really don’t know. It must have just sprouted up over night.

BRITTANY

(pause) Where… in your garden!!! (Girls laugh)
(TIFFANY SNATCHES THE CARROT OFF HIS HEAD)

BRIDGET

Nice try Carrot Top. Better luck next time!

TIFFANY

(Stops and looks back) By the way. Thanks for the snack. (Takes bite)

(POPULAR GIRLS WALK OFF, LEAVING SEAN HORNLESS AGAIN)

NARRATOR

For many months the boy with no horn went home each day and wrote in his diary about what it was like trying to fit in to a world full of horns.

JUNIOR

What about the others Dad? What happened to them?

Scene 3 – Antoine Quitting
(ANTOINE AT HOME HOLDING HIS DANCE CLOTHES. HE ENTERS, LOOKS AT THEM ONE LAST TIME AND THEN THROWS THEM ON THE FLOOR.)

MOM

Antoine! What are you doing?

ANTOINE

Nothing. Forget about it.

MOM

Why did you just throw your dance clothes on the floor.

ANTOINE
Because dance is stupid and I’m never doing it again.

DAD

You want to quit ballet?

MOM

But you’ve always loved to dance. 

DAD

And I thought you liked being around all the ladies?

ANTOINE

Who am I kidding? I should be playing football or hockey, not doing ballet.

(ANTOINE  STORMS OFF STAGE)
Scene 3 – Aggie Joins In
(POPULAR GIRLS (and Aggie) AND WALK IN WEARING SIMILAR OUTFITS. THEY ARE TALKING AND LAUGHING WHEN THEY SEE ROXANNE.)

TIFFANY

And then I went to the mall and got a hornucure!

BRITTANY

Oh, My, Gosh, Aggie, You’ve got to see this new skirt they got at __________. It’s to die for!

(TIFFANY STOPS CREW AND POINTS OUT ROXANNE.)

TIFFANY

I can’t believe you’re still wearing that. It looks like the rags my maid uses to mop the floors.

BRIDGET

Yeah. No wonder you don’t have any friends. Hey, right, Aggie? (SHE NUDGES AGGIE.)

AGGIE

Um... yeah... Who would want to be friends with someone who looks like that?

Scene 3 – Aisha Giving Up
(AISHA IN THE BATHROOM FIXING HER HEADSCARF. SHE STOPS AND LOOKS AT HERSELF IN THE MIRROR, THEN COMES TO A BIG DECISION. SHE TAKES THE HEADSCARF OFF AND PUTS IT IN HER BACKPACK.)

(POPULAR GIRLS (with Aggie) COME IN TO THE BATHROOM.)

TIFFANY

Look B, tablecloth girl finally took that tablecloth off her head.

AISHA

Yeah. Who wants to wear a tablecloth, right?

BRIDGET

Your hair is so beautiful.

AISHA
Do you think so?

BRITTANY

Too bad you always hid it under that ugly tablecloth.

TIFFANY

I know, right. She’s almost pretty enough to be in a magazine now.

(POPULAR GIRLS LEAVE, GIGGLING. AISHA LOWERS HER HEAD.)

NARRATOR

Just when everything in Hornutopia seemed to be at its gloomiest, something “different” happened once again. 

Scene 3 – Sean Stands Up to Bullies
(SEAN SITTING AT SCHOOL. ALL BULLIES ENTER.)

DIRK

Where’s your fake horn today kid? (Sean ignores him – Dirk shoves him a little)

TIFFANY

What is it ugly day today and like, nobody told me? (girls giggle)

BRIDGET

Oh, my, gosh, Tiff. 

SEAN (Monologue)

You know what! From now on, I’m going to come to school as myself, “the boy with no horn” whether you like it or not. Yeah, I don’t have a horn, and guess what, I’m proud, of it! I mean, think about it. How cruel would the world be if we were all exactly like you?

NARRATOR

The boy with no horn had finally stood up for himself. No longer did he need to pretend that he had a horn to fit in. He realized that all he needed to do, to be happy, was be himself. 

Scene 4 – Dr. Phil Show

(ON THE SET OF THE DR. PHIL SHOW. DR PHIL IS SITTING IN A CHAIR. DR. PHIL THEME SONG PLAYS)

DR. PHIL

Welcome to Dr. Phil. our guest today is Sean, the kid with no horn.

(APPLAUSE.)

(SEAN ENTERS)

SEAN

Thank you, Dr. Phil.

DR. PHIL
So, you don’t have a horn. How’s that workin’ for ya?

SEAN

I’ve been bullied my whole life by my peers. I’ve been rejected by teams, school clubs, and even my brothers and sisters.

DR. PHIL

Wow, that’s harsh.

SEAN

Yeah, it’s harsh.

DR. PHIL

I heard they want to make a movie about you, starring Brad Pitt.

SEAN
Yeah, he’s my idol.

DR. PHIL

Well, this might cheer you up. Help me welcome Brad Pitt.

(BRAD PITT ENTERS.)

SEAN
OMG. It’s Brad Pitt! You are so awesome!

BRAD

Thank you. Thank you.

Dr. PHIL

So Brad, why do you want to play the role of the kid with no horn?

BRAD

I want to play this role because when I was a kid I was different too. I always had to be at my movies. I want to make sure kids know it’s okay to be different.

DR. PHIL

How do you plan to play him? You have a horn.

BRAD

I’m thinking about having my horn cut off.

AUDIENCE: Oooooo.

DR. PHIL

How do you think Angelina will feel about that?

BRAD
We already worked it out.

DR. PHIL

Sean, how do you feel about your life story being made into a movie starring Brad Pitt?

SEAN

It feels awesome! I hope the world sees it’s okay to be different.

BRAD

(TO SEAN)

It’s been a pleasure meeting you, Sean.

(DR. PHIL CLOSING SEQUENCE – MAKE SURE YOU TUNE IN TOMORROW, WE WILL HAVE…)

NARRATOR

The boy with no horn’s amazing story did not end there however. Thanks to his diary, Brad Pitt and Dr. Phil, the legend of his heroics ended up impacted millions.

Scene 5 – Antoine Resolution

(ANTOINE IN HIS BALLET CLASS, DANCING, DOING PIROUETTES, LOOKING HAPPY. DIRK WALKS IN WITHOUT POSSE)

DIRK

Hey there Twinkle Toes.

ANTOINE

Get out of my grill, Dirk.

CHUCK

Hey man, chill out. Come on Dirk, let’s get out here. 

OB1

Yeah, the dancerina needs to practice.

(ANTOINE IGNORES THE BULLIES AND KEEPS PRACTISING. TWYLA, THE NICE GIRL FROM DANCE CLASS, COMES BY.)

DIRK

Hey girl, are those Moon Pants?

TWYLA
No, why?

DIRK

‘Cause you are out of this world.

TWYLA

Are you trying to pick me up?

DIRK
Yeah… Is it working?

TWYLA
I’d never go out with you in a million years, Dirk, you jerk!

(ANTOINE HESITATES/SMILES AT TWYLA’S ZINGER, THEN FINALLY GETS THE COURAGE TO TALK TO TWYLA.)

ANTOINE

Hey.

TWYLA

Hey Antoine.

ANTOINE

Um, want to go to Shelly Sheer’s Dance Club with me later?

TWYLA

Sure. Of course! As long as Dirk doesn’t come.

Scene 5 – Aggie Resolution

(AGGIE AND ROXANNE ARE STANDING IN THE HALLWAY. AGGIE IS WEARING THE SAME CLOTHES AS IN HER FIRST SCENE.)

AGGIE

So I’m really sorry about being so self involved lately, Roxanne. Will you ever forgive me?

(POPULAR GIRLS COME BY.)

TIFFANY

Ewww! What kind of shoes are those? You should be wearing your new Uggs.

AGGIE
I returned them because I realized I don’t really need them.

BRIDGET
Well, if that’s how you want it. Too bad!

BRITTANY

Yeah. Too bad for you!

TIFFANY

I guess you just lost all your friends then Aggie-Baggie!

(POPULAR GIRLS EXIT, LAUGHING.)

ROXANNE

So, how about that sleepover?

AGGIE

Yeah! It’ll be great!

Scene 5 – Aisha Resolution

(AISHA IN THE WASHROOM WITHOUT HER HEADSCARF ON. SHE’S LOOKING IN THE MIRROR AND THINKING. SHE COMES TO A DECISION AND BEGINS TO PUT HER HEADSCARF BACK ON AS THE POPULAR GIRLS COME IN.)

TIFFANY

Why are you putting that tablecloth back on your head? I thought you weren’t going to wear that ugly thing anymore.

BRIGET

Don’t you care about being fashionable?

AISHA
This is part of my culture. I don’t care if it’s in any stupid fashion magazine. I’m wearing my headscarf whether you think it looks cool or not.

(AISHA “SNAPS” AND WALKS OUT LEAVING THE POPULAR GIRLS STUNNED.)

Scene 5 – Sean closer

(SEAN WALKS UP TO THE SCHOOL AND THE BULLIES APPROACH)

OB1

Hey, there’s Sean.

SEAN

(TO HIMSELF) Oh no, here we go again...

CHUCK

Relax Sean, we’re not here to bully you! We want your autograph.

OB2 

Yeah. You’re famous.

DIRK

So, uh, how was Brad Pitt?

SEAN

I hope you guys know I’m not going to “roll” with your crew.

OB1

Why not? We rule the school with Dirk.

SEAN
Because you guys still haven’t learned to be nice to people.

DIRK

What are you talking about? We’re being nice to you now.

SEAN
Well, I don’t want people to be nice to me just because I was on some TV show.

(BULLIES LOOK PUZZLED.)

(SEAN WALKS AWAY.)

NARRATOR
Millions of people saw the movie about the boy with no horn. Brad Pitt won an Academy Award. His picture – titled “Without A Horn” – was on the cover of every magazine. And people decided that if it was okay not to have a horn, it was okay to be different in all other ways too.

(NARRATOR FINALLY COMES OUT FROM BEHIND THE CURTAIN TO TUCK IN JUNIOR. NARRATOR DOES NOT HAVE A HORN).

CURTAIN
